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ABSTRACT

Al-Zahiyyrih Family is considered among the most famous
educational families in Makkah as its members are known as
scholars for six-centuries from the seventh century up to the last
years of the thirteenth century of the Hijri calendar. During that
interval, they had assumed religious and educational positions
inside and outside Makkah such as Makkah judiciary, preaching in
the Holy Mosque, and prayer leader (Imam) Commission for
Promotion of Virtue and Prevention of Vice (hisbah) in Makkah and
teaching in its schools, in addition to Jeddah judiciary and
preaching. Members of this family had been educated by scholars
inside and outside Makkah as they had traveled to some Islamic
countries seeking knowledge from source. Members of this family
had been highly ranked in the Makkah community as well as among
the Makkah Sharifs the Mamluke Sultanste, and some rulers of
Islamic countries. Such rank highness was before the Mamluke era,
and had continued to the Ottoman state. Some members of this
family had composed books in several branches of knowledge. The
family's interest had never been limited to the education of male
members, but also the female members. Women in this family had
taken their share of education from a large number of Makkah
scholars and others. Moreover, some of the family's women had
been certified and licensed by several scholars.This study has
embraced the historical approach which is founded on collection of



data from diversified sources such as manuscripts, history books,
historical biographies books, journeys, recent references,
researches, and periodicals. After collecting, data is to be analyzed
in a historical manner so as to infer the findings concluded by the
research and then achieve the research objective.
